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TO ALL RIDE MANAGERS AND P&R CHAIRS
It has recently come to our attention that there is some confusion about how to evaluate the pulse and respiration parameters after a horse has been held for an extra 10 minutes.  Please familiarize yourself with the paragraph below and make sure that P&R chairs are clear on the method of evaluating all criteria for horses that have been held.  
The “hold” is another scoring consideration related to P&R's. This occurs when a horse does not recover to BOTH of the safety values as announced by the Veterinary Judge at the ride briefing. For its own safety, the horse shall be held for one or two additional 10-minute increments until recovered on BOTH the pulse and respiration. The hold time (10 or 20 minutes) is added to that day's minimum and maximum riding times, thus giving that horse additional time to finish. 
If a horse has not met BOTH pulse and respiration recovery criteria simultaneously after two 10-minute holds (a total of 30 minutes recovery time including the initial P&R), the horse shall be pulled.
